In the Catholic tradition, November is traditionally a month of 
remembrance of the dead. The month begins with the  
Solemnity of All Saints on 1 November and the  
Commemoration of the All the Faithful Departed (All Souls’ 
Day), on 2 November. While no longer holy days of obligation 
in Australia, the Church has consistently encouraged prayers 
for the faithful departed and, during November, a list of the 
names of the dead is usually placed in the church so that the 
community can remember them in prayer.

 INSURANCE RENEWAL!!! 

Insurance is a painful though necessary cost in life for  
individuals, families, companies, and communities. It is no  
different for Wollongong Diocese or Lumen Christi Parish. 
Unfortunately, as for all parishes in our Diocese, the annual 
insurance premiums will soon increase on average around 
40%, mainly driven by public liability insurance. Based on a 
$60,000.00 insurance premium our Lumen Christi Parish  
insurance premium may increase to $84,000.00 per annum. 
The Diocese will be working with parishes to assist with  
funding options to pay their premiums. The Finance Council 
will review a way forward for our parish. Thank you for your 
continuing support, without you we do not have a community.

A reading from the first letter of St Paul to the Thessalonians 

You turned away from idols to serve God and await his 
Son. 

You observed the sort of life we lived when we were with you, 
which was for your instruction, and you were led to become imita-
tors of us, and of the Lord; and it was with the joy of the Holy Spirit 
that you took to the gospel, in spite of the great opposition all round 
you. This has made you the great example to all believers in Mace-
donia and Achaia since it was from you that the word of the Lord 
started to spread – and not only throughout Macedonia and Achaia, 
for the news of your faith in God has spread everywhere. We do not 
need to tell other people about it: other people tell us how we start-
ed the work among you, how you broke with idolatry when you 
were converted to God and became servants of the real, living God; 
and how you are now waiting for Jesus, his Son, whom he raised 
from the dead, to come from heaven to save us from the retribution 
which is coming.

Gospel 
Matthew 22:34-40 
A reading from the holy Gospel according to Matthew 

You shall love the Lord your God and your neighbour as 
yourself. 

When the Pharisees heard that Jesus had silenced the Sadducees 
they got together and, to disconcert him, one of them put a ques-
tion, ‘Master, which is the greatest commandment of the law?’ Jesus 
said, ‘You must love the Lord your God with all your heart, with all 
your soul, and with all your mind. This is the greatest and the first 
commandment. The second resembles it: you must love your neigh-
bour as yourself. On these two commandments hang the whole 
Law, and the Prophets also.’ 
 
Communion Antiphon 
Cf Psalm 19:6 
We will ring out our joy at your saving help 
and exult in the name of our God. 
 
True Perspectives 
Did you notice that Our Lord does not command us to love ‘God’? 
No, we are to love ‘the Lord your God’, the One who rescued the 
Jewish people from slavery. The resurrection of Jesus Christ reveals 
the Lord God as the liberator from the apparent final dominance of 
death. Loving such a liberator is the natural response. So, ‘Love the 
Lord your God’. 
Then Our Lord does not command us to love our neighbour! Rather, 
‘Love your neighbour as yourself.’ But who is ‘yourself’? In the won-
derful story-telling of Genesis, we are told that Adam, an earthen 
statue, had Divine Breath breathed into the nostrils, creating him as 
a human being. We earthlings are conceived with the Divine Breath 
at the core of our being.    
The challenge for you and for me is to see ‘yourself’ in that way, and 
thereafter every human being whose lives we can affect: the neigh-
bour. And in today’s global world, the neighbour can be a person in 
a society geographically or culturally distant. 
We could pause for a moment to see the true dimensions of God, 
self and the other, to more easily fulfil the dual command.
