The word of the Lord was addressed to Jonah: ‘Up!’ he said ‘Go to 
Nineveh, the great city, and preach to them as I told you to.’ Jonah 
set out and went to Nineveh in obedience to the word of the Lord. 
Now Nineveh was a city great beyond compare: it took three days 
to cross it. Jonah went on into the city, making a day’s journey. He 
preached in these words, ‘Only forty days more and Nineveh is go-
ing to be destroyed.’ And the people of Nineveh believed in God; 
they proclaimed a fast and put on sackcloth, from the greatest to the 
least. 
God saw their efforts to renounce their evil behaviour. And God 
relented: he did not inflict on them the disaster which he had threat-
ened.

REFLECTION by Fr Michael Tate 
The Eyes Have It 
When Jesus says to Simon, Andrew, James and John ‘I will make 
you into fishers of men’, then, amongst the many levels of meaning 
they would have heard the allusion to Ezekiel 29:3-5. 
Jesus was telling them that he was creating a society of liberated 
human beings, called the ‘Kingdom of God’. This would involve 
struggle against powerful elites, the pharaohs of this world, who 
oppress and enslave people. It would be as dangerous and demand 
as much energy as required to haul a crocodile out of the Nile.  
Yet they did so, ‘straightaway’. Because of the call of Jesus? No. At 
least, not that alone. We read ‘He saw Simon and his brother An-
drew . . . He saw James and his brother John.’ They were respond-
ing not to his voice alone but to his eyes. His is like the attentive 
gaze of a parent loving a baby into a beautiful future. Jesus looks at 
you and at me wanting to love us into a barely imaginable future. 
We could pause for a moment to remember that when His call 
comes, demanding an ‘aye’ or a ‘nay’, the Eyes have it.
